Placing the burden of providing food, clothing,
transportation to shelters and constantly updating a current list of services and
providers plus documenting where the patient is going after discharge is not the role
of a hospital. A hospital is not a social service agency. The intended use of a hospital
is to provide medical care, not become an overnight shelter.
