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Chair Nosse, Vice-Chairs Goodwin and Nelson, members of the Committee, for the record, my 
name is Ebony Clarke and I am the Behavioral Health Director at the Oregon Health Authority. 
I am here today in support HB 2513.  

I’d like to start by thanking Representative Nosse for his leadership to make this program 
work.   

Through the direction of the Oversight and Accountability Council, the Measure 110 program 
has created 42 BHRN’s across all 36 counties in the state through over 230 separate grant 
agreements. Creating at least one network of low-barrier services in each county at no cost to 
the individual accessing services. Already, there have been more than 60,000 service 
encounters across these categories.    

The Secretary of State audit identifies key areas for improvement. The recommendations in 
the audit have given us a clear pathway to improvement. They are also basis for many of the 
legislative fixes contained in HB 2513. This legislation developed in partnership with a 
workgroup including community experts:  

• Helps to clarify the roles and authority of OHA and the OAC  

• Addresses bureaucratic and administrative barriers to grant and program oversight and 

administration   

• Creates a strong foundation for doing this important work over the long term.   

We appreciate the opportunity to collaborate with the workgroup and Representative Nosse to 
address technical fixes to the -1 (dash one) amendment that will further clarify the roles of the 
OHA and the OAC.
