I don't need the name three times, or to 

know 3 different parties, etc. All of this confusion makes the voting process ripe for 

fraud, which is already a problem with unclean voter rolls. The election system needs 

to be cleaner and simpler, not made more confusing and complicated. I strongly 

oppose this bill.
