The impact on other users (besides the homeless) of
public spaces MUST be considered; including the disabled, taxpaying park patrons,
local businesses, etc. Vitality of our area relies on the public being comfortable with
traversing and using our public spaces. There are many areas that most of us are no
longer comfortable traversing due to trash, dangerous mental unstable people, used
needles, etc. | am very concerned this bill will lead to further deterioration of our
public spaces.
