The Chelatchie Prairie Railroad parallels SR 503 from Vancouver to Yacolt.
WSDOQOT is currently welcoming public comments for a study to improve
transportation opportunities for SR 503 in Clark County. This concept study
could use federal 11JA funding for a cost-benefit analysis and economic
analysis. Regional Rail could reduce the 143,000 autos crossing the Columbia
River. And reduce travel time to Portland by 50% compared to MAX light rail.
The Cascades/AMTRAK trains travel from Vancouver to Portland in fifteen
minutes. MAX light Rail from Vancouver to Portland would take 35 minutes.
