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      I had additional  testimony to submit, adding to my earlier testimony. 

Homelessness is a huge problem here in Oregon and getting worse every day. This 

proposed bill would just add to the current problem I guarantee it, especially in the big 

cities of Portland, Salem and Eugene. It is unbelievable that legislation officials who 

are paid by us taxpayers would even consider something this outlandish.  99% of the 

citizens of Oregon are opposed to this bill why would you even propose it in the first 

place. This is a waste of our taxpayer dollars to sit and discuss a ridiculous idea in 

the first place. You officials are elected by the people and therefore work for the 

people of Oregon. This state has turned into a cesspool of high crime from the 

homeless camps everywhere with drug addition, theft, and assaults and  

harassments  to the public.
