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Parks will cease to be parks and be converted into permanent homeless
encampments. Most of the parks built in my area can’t be enjoyed due to scattered
hypodermic needles and the smell of human feces. This shifts the burden of a
national homeless problem onto local residence and small towns. It's easy to see the
incentive structure this creates. Prepare for a mass exodus of tax paying residence
from the state.
