Speaking of sidewalks, Oregon homeowners are 

responsible for the sidewalks in front of their homes. Homeowners are required to 

pay thousands of dollars to fix sidewalks in front of their homes and legislators are 

advocating to give these drug dealers free rein over our sidewalks? And we are left to 

pay and clean up the mess. It's unbelievable. Anyone who still advocates for policies 

like this is blind. Portland is a failed social experiment. We need law, order, and 

people who refuse to leave the street need to be placed where they can get help 

because they are not well. I have been a Democrat my whole life and I believe in 

social services, but I can see that this is a dangerous and failed experiment in this 

city.
