Washington County’s Board of Commissioners supports the request from the Family Justice
Center of Washington County (FICWC), an independent, non-profit organization that serves
abuse survivors in Washington County, for lottery bond dollars to assist in their purchase and
remodel of a building in Washington County for a new, co-located Family Peace Center. This
center would be the first of its kind in Oregon and will help FICWC provide service to our
county’s vulnerable abuse survivors.

As you know, the Family Justice Center offers victims of abuse the services they need under one
roof and provides this support using a single, trauma informed intake process. Washington
County has been supporter of the FICWC since its inception. The County provided funding to
assist in the development, construction, and ongoing services provided at its current facilities.
Since 2015, the county has invested just over $2 million using general funds, public safety levy
dollars, and fundraiser sponsorships. In addition, the County’s Community Corrections
Department has provided a Family Support Worker housed at the FICWC and the Washington
County Sheriff’s Office provides a part-time deputy at FICWC to assist with service needs.

While the current FICWC facility can offer wrap-around services to adult domestic abuse and
sexual assault survivors, Washington County is reliant on CARES Northwest, located in
Northeast Portland, to serve children suffering from abuse and neglect. This is because
Washington County does not have a dedicated facility that provides medical evaluations and
ongoing treatment for child abuse victims. Domestic violence and child abuse frequently cooccur
within a household. So, families that are seeking services have to seek assistance in both
facilities.

The CARES Northwest’s location in Northeast Portland makes it difficult for many families in
our community to make the round-trip. FJCWC is working to build a single facility that will
house the services for adults and children, but funding is needed. We know that FICWC, as a
