| support FPP, because as a social work student and therapist in Oregon, |
understand the long-term mental health impacts that incarceration of parents has on
children and on society. Children of incarcerated parents are more likely to be
incarcerated, and that number climbs when it is mom that is incarcerated. FPP is a
compassionate program aimed at healing and breaking cycles of intergenerational
trauma. This benefits not just the families involved, but also our society as a whole.

Funding FPP ensures fewer children are placed in foster care, incarcerated moms
are less likely to go back to prison, and children of participants are exhibiting

successful outcomes academically, socially, behaviorally, and emotionally.
