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Measure Description:

Authorizes physician assistants and nurse practitioners under specific circumstances, when approved by the Chief
Medical Examiner, to investigate and certify deaths within a county. Requires the Chief Medical Examiner to
provide training and supervision for approved physician assistants and nurse practitioners.

Analysis:
