Commission, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2023, out of the Gen-
eral Fund, the amount of $51,000,000 for the purpose of carrying out
the provisions of section 13, chapter 103, Oregon Laws 2018, as
amended by section 1, chapter 3, Oregon Laws 2021 (second special
session), and section 7, chapter 117, Oregon Laws 2022, and section 1
of this 2023 Act.

“SECTION 3. There is appropriated to the Water Resources De-

partment, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2023, out of the General
Fund, the amount of $5,000,000 for the purpose of supporting
watermasters in addressing, and ensuring sufficient staffing to ad-
dress, the unlawful use, storage or diversion of water in connection
with unlawful marijuana cultivation or distribution operations.
“SECTION 4. There is appropriated to the Department of Justice,
for the biennium beginning July 1, 2023, out of the General Fund, the

amount of $750,000 for the purpose of prosecuting labor trafficking is-
