Summary of Revenue Changes

This measure appropriates a total of $279,622,427 General Fund to eight different state agencies in the 2023-25 biennium. The agencies
include the Oregon Business Development Department (OBDD), Housing and Community Services Department (HCSD), Department of
Administrative Services (DAS), Department of Transportation (ODOT), Water Resources Department (WRD), Oregon Health Authority (OHA),
Department of Human Services (DHS), and Oregon Department of Energy (ODOE). The measure also increases Other Funds expenditure
limitation for OHA, WRD, and ODOE, for the expenditure of General Fund deposited into continuously appropriated funds.

Summary of Transportation and Economic Development Subcommittee Action
Senate Bill 1530 appropriates General Fund and provides Other Funds expenditure limitation to eight agencies to enhance existing services
related to housing and to increase housing development across Oregon. The eight agencies are:

Department of Human Services
DHS currently provides grants to support emergency shelters and facilities utilized during extreme temperatures or air quality events. The

subcommittee recommended a one-time $2.0 million General Fund appropriation to DHS for grants for this purpose.

Department of Administrative Services
The Subcommittee recommended a $30.3 million General Fund appropriation, on a one-time basis, to DAS for distribution as follows:
e $1.0 million to Community Warehouse to support the donation of reused household goods and furnishings for low-income Oregonians;
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e $25.0 million to Albina Vision Trust to support the purchase and redevelopment of property on North Dixon Street in Portland, currently
owned by Portland Public Schools. This property will be developed for affordable housing;

e S$1.25 million to the Center for African immigrants and Refugees Organization, to purchase property on SE Stark Street in Portland,
which will be developed for affordable housing; and

e 53.0 million to the Center for Intercultural Organizing (doing business as Unite Oregon), to purchase property on E. Burnside Street in
Portland, also for development of affordable housing.

Oregon Business Development Department

The Subcommittee recommended an $89.4 General Fund appropriation to OBDD, $88.8 million of which OBDD will disburse to specified
entities for shovel-ready infrastructure projects, as outlined in the bill, intended to support capacity or the development of housing available to
those at 120% or less of area median income. To administer the program, General Fund totaling $575,496 is appropriated to OBDD to support
four permanent, full-time positions and one permanent, part-time position (2.13 FTE), including two Operations and Policy Analyst 3 positions,
one Accounting Manager 1, one Administrative Specialist 2, and one Accounting Technician. The administrative costs are expected to total
$1,086,357 General Fund in the 2025-27 biennium. The Subcommittee recommended the following budget note related to reporting on the
infrastructure projects.

Budget Note: OBDD Infrastructure Reporting

The Oregon Business Development Department is directed to report to the Joint Committee on Ways and Means in the 2025 legislative

session on the status of infrastructure projects included in SB 1530 to support the development of housing. The report shall include the

following information for each project:

e The project description, an updated estimate of total project cost, including total state and local support;

e Other sources of financing to complete the project, and whether they have been secured, noting state grant and loan programs
accessed and associated amounts of funding;

e Status of contract execution, amount of state funding disbursed as of January 15, 2025, and estimated project completion date;

e An assessment of the likelihood for project completion by June 30, 2027, based on progress as of the date of the report; and

e The number of (a) existing and (b) additional/new housing units that will be served by the completed project.

Department of Energy

ODOE provides rebates and grants for the purchase and installation of heat pumps and related upgrades in rental homes through the
Residential Heat Pump Program. The Subcommittee recommended a $4.0 million General Fund appropriation, on a one-time basis, for deposit
into the Residential Heat Pump Fund (RHPF) to allow for an increase in the number of rebates. The Fund requires 25% of the funding be
reserved for affordable housing providers and for owners of units occupied by households whose income is less than 80% of the area median
income. The Subcommittee also recommended a corresponding increase in Other Funds expenditure limitation, for expenditures from the
RHPF.
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Oregon Health Authority
The Subcommittee recommended an $36.5 million General Fund appropriation, on a one-time basis, for OHA to distribute as follows:

e $15.0 million for deposit into the Healthy Homes Repair Fund with a commensurate increase in Other Funds expenditure limitation of
$15.0 million for expenditures from the Healthy Homes Repair Fund. The Fund provides grants to eligible entities that provide financial
assistance to persons in low-income households to persons in low-income households to repair and rehabilitate their residences and to
landlords to repair and rehabilitate dwelling units inhabited by low-income households under the Healthy Homes Program as described
in ORS 431A.400.

e $3.5 million to provide air conditioners and air filters to eligible recipients, through eligible distribution entities under the residential air
conditioner and air filter delivery program, as provided under ORS 431A.430; and

e $18.0 million for grants to certain specified community-based organizations. OHA will distribute General Fund to the following
community-based organizations to support them in providing, provisioning, or operating recovery housing (housing to people
recovering from substance use disorders):

Water Resources Department

The Subcommittee recommended a one-time $1.5 million General Fund appropriation to be deposited into the agency’s existing Water Supply
Development Account, for distribution to the City of Riddle for a new water storage reservoir to support Habitat for Humanity homes.

The Subcommittee recommended a corresponding increase in Other Funds expenditure limitation for WRD to expend the funds.

Department of Transportation
The Subcommittee recommended a one-time $4.0 million General Fund appropriation to ODOT for distribution to the City of Pendleton to
support construction of an arterial road, which will allow for development of housing in that community.

Housing and Community Services Department

Shelter support

The Subcommittee recommended a one-time $65.0 million General Fund appropriation to support emergency shelters, including Project
Turnkey sites and navigation centers. In deploying funds, HCSD will prioritize operational funding for sites at risk of closure. Approximately
$24.6 million will be used to support shelters that received previous state and one-time funding from an appropriation included in Senate Bill
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5511 (the agency’s 2023 budget bill), which provided $24.1 million in shelter support. An additional 23 shelters with approximately 717 beds
have been identified to have operational needs, amounting to at least an estimated $20.2 million of the total request. A maximum of $20.2
million of the $65.0 million for shelter support included in Senate Bill 1530 will be utilized for administrative expenses and housing-focused
services designed to connect people with longer-term housing options. Examples include case management for housing needs assessments,
coordination of access to other supports, addressing barriers like eviction histories, facilitating landlord communication and advocacy, and
supporting move-in costs. HCSD intends to limit administrative funding to shelters to no more than 10% of the grant amounts to the shelters.
For HCSD administrative purposes, the Subcommittee approved the addition of one full-time limited duration Operations and Policy Analyst 2
position (0.63 FTE) to facilitate coordination and contracting with a new group of shelters not previously receiving shelter support through
HCSD. Personal Services costs are $136,085. Services and Supplies costs are $76,183, including $50,000 for Department of Justice related
expenses for contract review, for the shelter program, and other legal review work associated with this measure.

Homelessness Prevention

The Subcommittee recommended a $34.0 million General Fund appropriation, on a one-time basis, for homeless prevention services
administered by HCSD through contracts with local providers. The majority of funds will be delivered through the Oregon Eviction Prevention
and Diversion Program (ORE-DAP) and the Eviction Prevention Rapid Response (EPRR) programs. Thirty percent of the funds will be set aside
for prevention services provided by culturally responsive organizations. Additionally, the Subcommittee recommended a one-time $7.0 million
General Fund appropriation for distribution to the Urban League of Portland for culturally responsive homelessness prevention services. In
addition, the Urban League may also apply for a portion of the other homelessness prevention dollars set aside for culturally responsive
organizations.

Individual Development Accounts

The Subcommittee recommended a one-time General Fund appropriation of $5.0 million to support matching deposits into individual
development accounts (IDAs), to supplement funding for the program provided through the sale of tax credits. IDAs are matched savings
accounts. The program is administered under contract by Neighborhood Partnerships, to which HCSD will distribute the funding.

Seeding Justice

The Subcommittee recommended a $1.0 million General Fund appropriation, on a one-time basis, for distribution to Seeding Justice for a grant
program funding outreach, education, and support for residents whose housing may be withdrawn from publicly supported housing or is
within a manufactured dwelling park that may be sold or closed. As a holder of information on property owners and operators with expiring
affordability, HCSD will collaborate with Seeding Justice to ensure information is shared for the purposes of contacting residents and aligning
strategies to support residents in affordable housing.
