Summary of Revenue Changes

House Bill 4080 appropriates $998,072 General Fund to the Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) and increases Other
Funds expenditure limitation by $199,192 for the Bureau of Labor and Industries (BOLI), from revenue derived from unexpended grants from
the Future Ready Oregon program authorized in Senate Bill 1545 (2022). The measure directs the development of ongoing engagement
between offshore wind energy developers and the Southwestern Oregon Workforce Investment Board, the Oregon International Port of Coos
Bay, the Port of Brookings Harbor, the Port of Newport, the Confederated Tribes of Coos, Lower Umpqua and Siuslaw Indians, the Coquille
Indian Tribe, and other Indian tribes, communities, and organizations impacted. The measure also directs the interconnection of offshore
energy projects to the Oregon coast electric grid. The measure directs DLCD to develop an Offshore Wind Roadmap and to assess enforceable
state policies related to offshore wind energy development; and requires a developer or contractor involved in the construction, operation, or
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maintenance of certain offshore wind energy projects to participate as a training agent in an apprenticeship program registered with the State
Apprenticeship and Training Council, where at least 15% of the work hours of each apprenticeable occupation is performed by apprentices.

Summary of Natural Resources Subcommittee Action

State Policy Related to Offshore Energy Projects
The measure directs offshore energy projects to be connected to the Oregon coast electric grid in a manner that promotes the reliability and
resilience of the state’s electric system.

Department of Land Conservation and Development

The measure directs DLCD to develop an Offshore Wind Roadmap that defines the standards considered in offshore wind energy development
and approval. The measure also directs DLCD to assess enforceable state policies related to offshore wind energy development off the Oregon
coast.

The measure appropriates $998,072 General Fund and establishes two positions within DLCD: one permanent full-time Planner 3 position (0.58
FTE) and one permanent full-time Planner 4 position (0.58 FTE) to develop the Offshore Wind Roadmap and support the assessment of
enforceable state policies. Of the appropriated funds, $640,000 is included on a one-time basis for contracted facilitation services, outreach,
publicity, and public meetings.

Bureau of Labor and Industries

The measure increases Other Funds expenditure limitation by $199,192 and establishes four permanent positions within BOLI for the
development of a new apprenticeship program. One-time revenues to support the positions in the 2023-25 biennium are provided by
unexpended grants from the Future Ready Oregon program authorized by Senate Bill 1545 (2022). Ongoing funding of the permanent positions
in subsequent biennia are intended to be provided by the General Fund. One permanent full-time Apprenticeship Representative (0.25 FTE)
will assist in development of the new apprenticeship program and ongoing program compliance. One Compliance Specialist 1 position (0.25
FTE) will respond to additional requests related to prevailing wage coverage determinations. One Compliance Specialist 3 position (0.25 FTE)
will serve as an Administrative Prosecutor for the projected increase in prevailing wage violations and cases. One Administrative Specialist 2
position (0.25 FTE) will administer the expected increase in public records requests from developers and contractors required to demonstrate a
history of material compliance with federal and state wage and hour laws.
