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Specifically, HB 4148 would add five wildlife coexistence biologists and a wildlife
coexistence outreach coordinator position within ODFW and would provide grant
support to licensed wildlife rehabilitation nonprofit centers to help care for injured,
sick, and orphaned wildlife.

In addition:
Supports Wildlife Crossings: Advances efforts to create safe passage across
Oregon's roads protecting both people and wildlife.

That crossing
provided a much needed migration corridor which is severely lacking in our human
dominated landscapes.
