There are already specific guidelines in place to ensure proper 

selection of materials used in the classroom and has parent input and guidance for 

final selection.  

The districts have Elected Officials to the Board of Directors who are trusted to 

manage local control guided by the parents and taxpayers.  

You do not need to tell the schools what the classrooms use to teach our children, 

that’s the job of the parent’s and taxpayers to direct the school board to do.
