Where | live, in
Newport, trails and other outdoor recreation amenities are a crucial element of our
quality of life, available to all member of our community regardless of socioeconomic
status. Trails are also critical to the network of outdoor opportunities available to our
visitors, therefore supporting tourism, one of our most important economic engines.
Trails also benefit other communities: animals and plants that live in sensitive
habitats where trails allow human visitors but prevent these habitats from being
trampled.

Recreational immunity provides landowners and managers with the legal clarity and
certainty they need to continue to provide these amenities to the public.
