Access to a wide variety of materials that both reflect a community’s lived 

experiences and provide space to share differences help build stronger communities 

that are more informed, more connected, more compassionate, and more 

empowered by ensuring all members are included and represented. Parents have the 

rights and responsibilities to oversee and guide their minor child’s access to 

materials, but they cannot and should not be able to limit other parents’ choices.
