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Please support SB1583 to keep a diversity of information and materials selected by 

professional educators and librarians in public schools in Oregon. Book bans and 

censorship are discriminatory and hurt students, school staff and communities of 

protected classes. It is unacceptable to allow extremist groups in their persistent 

attempts to limit, control and censor information to exclude learning materials 

representing those already marginalized. Exposure to the history and lived 

experiences of people of diverse backgrounds shows that everyone contributes to 

humanity.
