Thirdly, it can be a 

form of cultural or political censorship, suppressing dissent or differing ideas. Lastly, 

book banning hampers the educational growth of individuals, as it restricts access to 

information and knowledge. Hence, it is seen as an unethical practice that 

undermines the principles of a democratic society
