HB 3345 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Transportation
Requires taxis and rideshare vehicles to have rideshare plates that have cherry red lettering and
numbering.
HB 2872

Requires that a building permit must show a contractor’s Construction Contractors Board license
number if the contractor is known.
HB 2528 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Adds "nicotine derived from any source" to the definitions of "inhalant delivery system" and
"tobacco products.
