Directs the Oregon Health Authority to modify the amounts of grants for school-based health
centers for inflation.
HB 3169 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Directs the Oregon Health Authority to modify the amounts of grants for school-based health
centers for inflation.
