HB 3492 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Directs the State Department of Geology and Mineral Industries to study risks and issues relating 

to earthquake-induced dispersion of hazardous materials.

Directs the Oregon Historical Society, in consultation with the Oregon Geographic Names Board, 
federally recognized Indian tribes, state and local government leaders, local landowners and other 
interested parties, to compile a list of highways and geographic features that bear offensive 
names.

HB 3556 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Revenue
Extends the permissible uses of net revenue from a new or increased local transient lodging tax to 

include public safety services and certain costs related to "community infrastructure.
