Authorizes the Joint Legislative Audit Committee to appoint a Legislative Audit Officer and to
direct the officer to perform specified duties, including investigating, reviewing activities of
and oversight of executive branch agencies, taking in and investigating complaints of members
of the public concerning executive branch agency programs, conducting performance audits of
executive branch agencies and reporting to the committee on work undertaken by the officer.
