CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2-17-2025 MEETING: Directs the Oregon Business Development
Department to develop, and the Oregon Infrastructure Finance Authority to administer, a
program for financial assistance to eligible port projects.
HB 3122
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2-17-2025 MEETING: Directs the State Parks and Recreation
Department to exercise good-faith efforts to enter into an agreement with the United States
Department of the Interior’s Bureau of Reclamation and Bureau of Land Management to establish
and implement an access fee for use of Owyhee Lake Road.

Public Hearing

HB 2642
Requires the Department of Environmental Quality to contract with businesses to provide motor
vehicle pollution control equipment testing.

HB 2660
Allows vehicle dealers to issue recreational vehicle trip permits that are valid for 30 consecutive
days if the vehicle is bought by a person who does not reside in Oregon and does not intend to
title the vehicle in Oregon.

HB 2663
Permits a vehicle dealer to issue temporary registration permits for motor vehicles that do not
have proof of compliance with pollution control equipment requirements.

SB 840
Modifies and adds laws related to regulating vehicle drivers, vehicles, vehicle dealers and
dismantlers.
