SB 735
Provides that abbreviated school day program requirements do not apply to students in public
charter schools if certain conditions are met.

SB 742
Allows a student’s parent or foster parent to consent to attending an initial meeting regarding an
abbreviated school day program placement by telephone or other electronic means.

SB 745
Allows the parent or foster parent of a terminally ill student to consent to meeting once every year
to review the student’s abbreviated school day program.
