Public Hearing
SB 1102 

Requires the State Department of Energy to study energy.
SB 1067 

Authorizes a city within Marion County to control or direct the disposal, transfer or material or 
energy recovery of solid waste generated within the city.

Possible Work Session
SB 92 

Allows a community solar project with a nameplate capacity of five megawatts or less to 
participate in the community solar program.

SB 139 
Permits sharps and other solid waste to be consolidated in a single container, subject to certain 
requirements.

SB 685 
Requires a public utility to obtain authorization from the Public Utility Commission to develop or 
carry out a project that involves the production or use of hydrogen in this state.

SB 1143 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Directs the Public Utility Commission to establish a pilot program that allows each natural gas 

company to develop a utility-scale thermal energy network pilot project to provide heating and 
cooling services to customers.

SB 301 
Requires the State Marine Board to study issues related to the safe operation of motorboats.

SB 1160 
Requires the State Department of Energy to carry out a cost-benefit analysis on deploying 
renewable energy projects in this state.

Requires 10 percent of the electricity sold in this state by each electric company that makes sales 
to 25,000 or more retail electricity consumers to be generated by small-scale renewable energy 
facilities or certain biomass facilities.
