Requires the Department of Public Safety Standards and Training to study issues relating to law
enforcement officers.
SB 1144
Requires the Oregon Liquor and Cannabis Commission to study the amount of marijuana items
that a marijuana retailer may sell.

Work Session

SB 233
Extends the statute of ultimate repose for claims for certain injuries from health care to 10 years
from the date of the treatment, omission or operation upon which the action is based.

SB 1173
Provides that a health care facility is not a manufacturer, distributor, seller or lessor of a product
for purposes of a product liability civil action if the health care facility was not involved in the
design or manufacture of the product.
