Provides that post-traumatic stress disorder suffered by a police officer or firefighter is an injury
or disease sustained in the actual performance of duties for purposes of benefits under the Public
Employees Retirement System in certain circumstances.

SB 605 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Health Care
Prohibits medical service providers from reporting the amount or existence of medical debt to a

consumer reporting agency.

SB 651
Requires the Secretary of State to study methods for reducing the paperwork filing burden on
businesses in this state.
