Public Hearing
SB 433 

Permits the owner of a self-service storage facility to advertise or publish a notice of sale of 
personal property that is subject to a lien once on a publicly accessible website that regularly 
advertises or offers personal property for auction or sale.

SB 588 
Provides that post-traumatic stress disorder suffered by a police officer or firefighter is an injury 
or disease sustained in the actual performance of duties for purposes of benefits under the Public 
Employees Retirement System in certain circumstances.
