SB 727
Modifies the definition of "health care provider" for purposes of laws concerning job-protected
leave.

SB 751 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means

Directs the Public Employees Retirement Board to establish definitions of "police officer" and
"firefighter" for the sole purpose of determining which police officer and firefighter members
of the Public Employees Retirement System are entitled to increased benefits.

SB 757
Requires the Public Employees Retirement Board to study the treatment of the salary of chaplains
under the Public Employees Retirement System.

SB 831

Requires the person that has ultimate control over an insurer to file a group capital calculation

with the chief insurance regulatory official of the state that the Director of the Department of

Consumer and Business Services determines is the lead state for the insurance holding company

system of which the insurer is a part.
