- August 31st 2023: Started Ground Rules Negotiations

- November 2023: Began Substantive Negotiations

- August 2024: Began Mediation

- September 2024: Declared Impasse

- Strike Started Nov. 12th 2024

- TA Reached Dec. 6th 2024
