 OHSU IGT is projected to be $1,206,000,000 in 2025-27 biennium

* OHSU is reimbursed 87% of their cost in delivering Medicaid until
July 1, 2025 when the mandatory reimbursement lowers to 84%

The Oregon Reinsurance Program (ORP)

e Established in July 2017 (HB2391)

* Oregon special ballot measure, Measure 101

* 2% assessment on health insurance premiums

* Partially funded by the assessment, with the remainder paid by
federal funds under Oregon’s 1332 waiver (currently ends 2027)

* Reimburses health insurance companies on the individual
marketplace for qualifying claims

* 21 states operate reinsurance programs
* Inc: Alaska, California, Idaho, Montana, Washington

* Program has saved Oregonians almost 598 million to date
