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SUMMARY

Digest: The Act changes a crime to include disclosing fake nude or sexual images and makes the
offense level higher. The Act creates a new crime about disclosing nude or sexual images. (Flesch
Readability Score: 62.8).

Increases the penalty for unlawful dissemination of an intimate image and renames the crime.
Punishes by a maximum of five years' imprisonment, $125,000 fine, or both, or 10 years'
imprisonment, $250,000 fine, or both, if the person has a prior conviction. Modifies the crime to
include the disclosure of digitally created, manipulated or altered images.

Creates the crime of unlawful dissemination of an intimate image in the second degree. Punishes by
a maximum of 364 days' imprisonment, $6,250 fine, or both, or five years' imprisonment, $125,000
fine, or both, if the person has a prior conviction.
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
