SUMMARY

Digest: This Act gives money to Coos and Curry Counties to transport veterans to a VA medical
center. (Flesch Readability Score: 60.1).

Appropriates moneys from the General Fund to the Oregon Department of Administrative Ser-
vices for the biennium beginning July 1, 2025, to provide transportation services to the Roseburg
Veterans Affairs Medical Center for veterans residing in Coos and Curry Counties.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to veterans.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropriation, there is appropri-
ated to the Oregon Department of Administrative Services, for the biennium beginning July
1, 2025, out of the General Fund, the amount of $___ for distribution to Coos County for
the purpose of providing transportation services to the Roseburg Veterans Affairs Medical
Center for veterans residing in Coos County.

SECTION 2. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropriation, there is appropri-
ated to the Oregon Department of Administrative Services, for the biennium beginning July
1, 2025, out of the General Fund, the amount of $___ for distribution to Curry County
for the purpose of providing transportation services to the Roseburg Veterans Affairs Med-

ical Center for veterans residing in Curry County.
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
