We have the highest homeless 

population per capita in the United States, there is garbage everywhere from their 

camps, our city looks like garbage, downtown is a cesspool and nobody goes there. 

Our kids are worst in the nation in reading, our cost of living is through the 

roof……what are we doing Oregon?
