The creation of a Farmworker Standards Board is a powerful step toward correcting
these historic injustices. It will give farmworkers a crucial say in shaping industry
standards that reflect their needs and rights. Proven successful in various states and
cities nationwide, these workforce standards boards unite workers with industry
representatives and public officials to establish meaningful, enforceable standards
that ensure accountability.
