e 640,000 postal employees, including 200,000 city letter carriers represented by NALC
e The universal service every American relies on

e Millions of households and businesses, especially in rural America

THE CONSEQUENGES WOULD BE DEVASTATING:

e Jeopardizing the jobs of the 7.9 million people employed by the $1.92 trillion mailing
industry

e Reducing services to 51.5 million households and businesses in rural communities,
where private carriers do not deliver
e Raising shipping costs and driving inflation higher for businesses and consumers

SUCH PROPOSALS ARE ILLEGAL AND UNGONSTITUTIONAL:

e The Postal Service, older than our nation itself, is enshrined in the Constitution.
e The Constitution gives Congress, not the president, a key role in setting postal policy.
