SB 475 

Modifies how the overtime cap is calculated for use in calculating the final average salary of 
members of the Oregon Public Service Retirement Plan.

SB 904 
Includes school districts among the self-insured employers that may apply for exemption from the 
rules requiring such employers to demonstrate financial viability and provide security to the 
Director of the Department of Consumer and Business Services.

SB 921 
Requires the Oregon Business Development Department to study needed investments in 
shipyards.

SB 1086 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Requires the Director of the Department of Consumer and Business Services to establish an 

apprenticeship program for building inspectors.

Public Hearing
SB 430 

Specifies disclosures that a retail seller must make to a retail buyer for a transaction in goods or 
services that concludes online by means of a website or other electronic method.

SB 906 
Requires that itemized statements provided to employees show, in plain language, the amount and 
purpose of each deduction.

SB 968 
Provides requirements for employer deductions for erroneous overpayments of wages for 
employees who are not subject to a collective bargaining agreement.

SB 1061 
Requires the Director of the Oregon State University Extension Service to establish a lumber 
grading training program.
