On page 2 of the printed bill, delete lines 34 through 37 and insert:

“(3) If a person fails to comply with a subpoena issued under this section,

or if a party or witness refuses to testify on any matter under this section,

the State Fire Marshal may petition the circuit court of any county to order

the person to show cause why the person has failed to comply with the

subpoena and should not be held in contempt.

“(4) If the State Fire Marshal petitions a circuit court as described in

subsection (3) of this section, the State Fire Marshal shall serve the person

with the document initiating the contempt action as described in ORS 33.055

(5)(a).

“(5) If the State Fire Marshal petitions a circuit court as described in

subsection (3) of this section and the person does not show good cause why

the person has failed to comply with the subpoena, the circuit court shall

compel obedience with the subpoena by proceedings for contempt.”.
