The hub
also has trains running through it, making it vulnerable to damage from train
derailments. This vulnerability not only presents an immediate risk to public health
and safety, but could also lead to major disruptions in the state’s ability to carry out
key functions without the availability of the fuel that is currently stored in the CEI hub.
