Public Hearing and Possible Work Session
HB 4057 A

Directs the Department of Early Learning and Care to provide standardized information on all 
publicly funded early learning and care programs and resources available in this state to people 
who apply for or are placed on the waitlist for the Employment Related Day Care subsidy 
program.

HB 4069 A
Requires a behavioral health employer to implement a written safety policy or plan for the 
physical safety of individuals working for the behavioral health employer.

HB 4070 A
Requires the Oregon Health Authority and coordinated care organizations to ensure that access to 
behavioral health treatment in the medical assistance program is comparable to access to medical 
and surgical treatment and that limitations are applied to behavioral health treatment no more 
stringently than to medical and surgical treatment.
