HB 4162 

Repeals Ballot Measure 119 (2024) that requires certain licensees of the Oregon Liquor and 
Cannabis Commission to enter into labor peace agreements with bona fide labor organizations 
representing the licensees’ employees.

Public Hearing
HB 4017 

Provides that amounts received as contributions by a candidate, principal campaign committee of 
a candidate and principal campaign committee of a holder of public office may be used for 
specified security-related expenses.

HB 4021 A
Modifies effective date and notice requirements for certain permanent rules adopted, amended or 
repealed by certain agencies.

SB 1501 
Authorizes the Oregon Department of Administrative Services to enter into agreements to own 
and operate the Moda Center in the City of Portland.

HB 4138 A
Requires law enforcement agencies to require officers to wear uniforms with specified identifying 
information.
